The Patterson Park Public Charter School, located in 

your neighborhood on Lakewood Avenue asks that you 

consider PPPCS when that decision has to be 

made.  PPPCS is taking applications now, primarily for 

kindergarten and first grade, with limited openings for 

later grades. 

 

Our outstanding curriculum is drawing increasing num-

bers of applicants and it is getting harder every year to 

be one of the lucky applicants who gets accepted.  A lot-

tery will be conducted at the end of February so you want 

to be sure to apply by then.

TRASH PICK UP: 

You must use a garbage can with a tight-fitting lid. Cans may 

be placed in the alley the evening before collection. Failure 

to use a can may result in a $50 fine. 

RECYCLING: 

Please use a yellow bin or other durable container. Set your 

recycling out at the same location where you place your 

trash.  Plastic bags cannot be used, but can be recycled at 

most area grocery stores. Official City yellow bins are for sale 

at Santoni’s Market, 3800 East Lombard Street.  To find out 

what you can recycle go to www.cleanergreenerbaltimore.org/ 

or www.baltimorecity.gov.
